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Certain government lots or fractional lots, which cannot
be represented by a Public Land Survey System (PLSS)
quarter-quarter section description, are represented by
either a quarter section or an entire section. This occurs
for < 2% of the open MFL or FCL lands. Because of this,
users should take dditional care in researching the lands
enrolled as open to public access before recreating.
